But not o ff is gorgeous ond groovy on lythion: Outside Sogo's city limits lies the Lobyrinthe, o colony 

peopled by Sogoons who've been bonished there by the Block Queen becouse they were not physicolly perfect or not totolly im­

pure in thought ond deed. Among the rejects the Block Q ueen should hove looked out for is orchid-chewing Professor Ping, top 

right (ployed by French mosle r of mime Morcel Morceou), o scientist who he lps Borbore llo sow the seeds of Sogo's revolution. 

Lythion' s lissome lodies find the insurgence revolting, for not even their p op-op spoce styles con stem the tide of chonge. Seven 

of Sogo's most stylishly suited-up swingers o re (bo ttom, left to right) Dione Bond, o lovely Angeleno whose monifest chorms don' t 

escope the Block Queen's notice; Beotrice Lonscot; Borboro Winer, o former student o t Syrocuse ond New York universities; Garo 

Grondo; Morino ond Loriono Bortello, who form the film's most sinister sister ocl; ond Kotiusko Lonvin. The movie ends on O hoppy 

note: Although the ongel Pygor hos been bedeviled by the Block Q ueen, he gets o new leose on life when Borbore llo provides 

him with o highly personol cure, o nd soon they' re both flying high (obove right). One nosty, finol surprise owoits Borborello: 

Pygor soves the Block Queen from deoth ond, when Borborello protests, he soys gently, "An angel hos no memory." If Pygor 

doesn't wotch his step, he' ll get his wings clipped; ongels moy hove less thon to to l recoil, but Borby girl neve r forge ts O face.
