The Discordien Society i s a group of peopl~ with a common 
bond, that of DlSCORD.

but The Discordian Society refers to sn elite population, certainly 
not just anybody. 

There are three ~iscordien Movements about us (note 1), 
end hence, th ree sorts of Jiscordians: The ERISTESQW I ANS , The 
ERISTICS, and The ER IS IANS. It is this letter group, Th~ Er isian 
Mov ement, that represents the eso t eric, religious fold t l,at is 
dedicated to True Wisdom, which they (and only they) realiz~ c~n ~· 
only be fou nd in The Erisian Mysteries . 

Consequently, i t is The Erisian Movement over which we 
ore mos t concerned . ll~s ides , nobody but t he Eri s i ans ev en know 
about the others anyway; s_o you have to study The M,Y'steries to 
find out much of anythin g in the first pl ac e . 

The Principia Discordio is the official handbooke of th~ ~-
Erisian Moveml!nt; and together with the various Holy Works and .. 
some of the Epi stles and All Tha t, i t will quietly, but ex haustive) 
explain everything that is worth knowing. In the words of one 
of the Apostles Of Eris, Discordeaux (Jean The Lristentionalist): · 
"Gorf stlikktcr heenoc queslipper fli x. " (note 2) '

It is called THE SACRED CHAO . 

Utilizing the cymbolism of the Taoist "Ying&. Yang", we 
have The Sacred Chao divided into The Hodge and The Podge; o~ly 
instead of a Podge spot. in the Hodge side there is a PENTAGOfl , 
to reP.rcsent The Eristesque Principle; and instead of a Hodgt 
spot i n the Podge side , there is The Golden Apple of Discord, 
to represent the Eristic Principle , 

These two Principles--in eterl"lal strife agoinst each other.-­
bring forth Life . 

.I.!:?£ Eristesgue P~inciple: is, essen1ially, that everything 
that claimG to be ord~red is i n fact o n ly superficially ordered, 
and impe~fectly at thQt. I n other words, even the greatest 
orderers of all humanity, The Scientists, find that every time 
they get s ome kind of good sc he me going some damn thing or anothez 
doesn't f:it and every word of the "knowledge" of science must be 
prefaced with t he understanding that it might all be scrapped if • 
the wrong evidence pops u p tomorrow. f urthermore , every scie~tis1 
today (using "scientist" narrowly) is spending the bulk of hiL 
time trying to figure out just what to do with a l l t he bits of 
inforation t hat he already has that even now don't fit the scheme 
Anyway, it· .i.!l'. all ..,ell and good because t he ordet is not real lY 
there in the first plate--only pr im•l chaos; it is we that give 
birth to order, i mposed on chaos , s~ that we may utilize our . 
environment and Lead A Good Life. That is, orde~ing is essential 
a Human thing and;M~n fact, is esse~tial to humans. 

But what most people do not re~lize is that there is anot~er 
Principle at work al so . 

The (ristic Princ.iplet is, ~ss&nt.ially, pu.re bald discord,' 
the antithes i s of orde~, in its unadul terated state. . 

This Principle , too, is necessary for Life--for without it, 
somettiing or another would happen that must be terrible, but .wJ! ; 
poor humans lack the Understanding (so far} to appreciate what. tta 
might be. But if you don't believe that this Principle exist~ : 
LOOK ABOUT YOU! Oh, yes , , Ditscord is an inherrent Principle of.,.. 
The Unive~se~ Really, it is.

On the other half, The Golden Apple of Discord was chosen to 
symbolize the Eristic Principle and refers to the only extant 
myth of the Greek Goddess of Strife~ Discord, ERIS. That myth 
follows_ shortly, 

The official colors of 'the Disco r dian Soci

ety are . bl ue , 
red, green, chartruese , puse, heliotrope, ~utti- f roit ti, green, 
ver~illion, navy black, and •mm yellow; however, we us ually reoder . 
t he emblem as silver bord.et-ed, with g,ol.den pentagott and apple, all ' 
on a black or darkened bac~ground, beceuse that way it i s sort 
of pretty. 

A note about rendering The Pentagon. This symbol is included 
in many of the emblems of the verious sub-divisions and in all 
cases (including the OS i,blem itself) it 'should be drawn in a 
part icular position. You see, inherrent in every pentagon is a 
pentagram {made from drawing a line from each point to ~very other 
point) which is:very old Mystical Symbol. A st~an~e thing about, 
The Pentagram is that it c9u~d be used .for mysti:ying Good or ~v il;­
in white magic i t was u sed with one point ascending and two points 
descending, and whn used for black magic then it ~ad two points 
up and one down. Well, we don't want to appear biased , so we always 
render one point tu the left and two points to the right, which ~ 
results in l½ points up and l½ points down--and everybody is happy; 
particularly Eris. · ·

Disgustingly little, 

However , we do know thot she was wo r shipped by t he ancient 
Greeks a s t he Goddess of Strife and Discord; and that the Roman s 
appropri ated Her and re-named Her Discordia . 

The Romans seem to be the on l y ones who l ef t a likeness of 
her for pos t erity--she was p r esented es a grot~sq ue woman with 
a pale and ghastly l ook, her eyes a fire , her garment ripped and 
torn, and as having a concealed daggar hidde n in he r bosom. Some 
Discordia~ of today question the validity of this picture , but 
that ' s what the Romans sai d . 

Her genealogy is amazingly balled up (which ist"• so appropriate 
t o Er is , t hat it makes one ohudder) . She is the$ughter of ei t he r 
a) Ze us and He ra (and the twin of Ares) , orb) of Nyx. Now, Nyx 
wa s the daughter of Cha os and the Goddess o f Night. She and her 
brother Erebus (hows t his for a scandal? ) bcgat Hypnos (sleep), 
Thana tos (death), Moros (doom ), Cer (fate), Dreams (dreams), 
Momus (mockery, bl ame), Oizys ( misery), The Three rates (Lache sis, 
Atropos , Clotho), Nemesis, Deceit , rriendship , Old Age and St rife 
(ERIS) . Zeus was scared t o doath of her. At least, it seems, that 
she may be t he daughter of Chaos. To quote f r om The New Century 
Clasdical Handbook; "In Greek myth ology, ch~os i s the o r iginal 
forml ess state of the universe ; or, the deity presid i ng ov e r it. 
Perhaps ao ot her myth exhibits quite so much confusion and variety 
as a re found i n the concep t s of Lhaos. The one thing common to 
all varieties was the idea of infinite space in which matter existed 
without form and in complete darkness; to some of the ancient poets, 
this was Chaos , and alone exi sted, but others said that Earth and 
Eros (not to be confused with Eris) were coevill wi th Chaos . In 
some c osmogonies , the first of all things was fhronos (time), 
from whom proceeded Chaos end Aether (light, or Upper Ai r) . But 
in another formulation , ~haos was t he deitj presiding over the 
formeless mass with his wife Nyx (Nigh t). Their son Erebus (dark---· 
ness ) slew or dethroned Chaos (ho, ho , another scandall ) end ~arried 
hi s mother ; from this union came Ae the z and Hemera (Day), wh o 
with t he aid of t heir son Eros (love) created Pontus (SeQ) 1 and 
Gaea (Earth) . Bu t in other accounts Gaea proceede d direc t ly from 
Ch aos and was t he mother of Eros a s wel l es of Tartarus (the Nether 
World ). " And that is who Er is i s related to. 

But, all this garbage aside, we have one nice littl e myth 
about Her . 

THE MYTH Of THE APPLE Of DISCORD 
It seems that Zeus was t hr owi ng a wedding banque t for Peleus 

an d Thetis; and quite l ogically did n 't want t o invite Eris because 
he wanted it to go wel l. So everybody got i nvited m, but poor Eris 
(we call this The Doctrine Of The Original Snub), and s he got qui te 
angry about it iill. 

Her cunning lit tle mind clicking away madly, s he took an 
apple of purtg1Dd gold and inscribed upon it KALLISTI ("to the 
pmrn1t11tl!P••lb piettiest o ne") and rolled .it i n to t he banquet h~ll .

"Er isian" is defined as : l) of, or in regard to, Eris; 2) 
in reference to The Pr i ncipl e of Discord.

(which i s a reol honest-to-goodness Greek word that means "overseer':', 
anc:I from which we derive g ood word s like "cpiutle" and bad words 
like "Episcopalia n".) end al:l of the Cpit;koposes are Eristocrats , 
which is the sarne thing. 1;0 .... · this is not to say thot a n Epi skop os 
canno t be something else i n l 11e House a l so--he can, if that someth i ng 
just hajJpens to be o High Priest or e Coapil cr o f Truth--Esotcric . 
In fact, it is quite likely t hat he will be a Compiler of Truth-­
Csoteric; because thYt is probably how he became an (piskopos in the 
first place (but more on that l ater) . 

The f act th .,t t he sub-divisions of The House are numbered shoul d 
not lead one to believe that it is a hier~rc,y because that is not 
the case; with t he gr and excep t ion of The Go.Iden Apple Corps , which, . 
i s in the attic . t,o £ · isko os ho~ any authority over any other 
Episkopos, all cu.·c Eristocrata (witn same ·exception as mentioned). 
But then some Episkoposes do ho d a higne r place, but not bcca u!lc 
he is an Episko;>os but bcc.luso hu is a sor.iething e l se too, and i f 
tha t sometning else.!§_ the head of s ooe thing. for instance , a 
Hig h Priest is the head of all those that follow his scct--be t hey 
Legionnaires or [piskoposcs--but ne has no outho:ity over juot ~ny 
old body . Perhaps this will become clearer as we go along (note 4). 
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This io the super-supreme-Q~oolute-dictatori~l-tiptop o f 
the Erisian Movement; it has the las~ word ond i s answe rable only 
to Eris Hers~!.f.
